Reqgular Practice With Complex Text: Why?

-> Gap between complexity of college and high school texts 1s huge

-> What students can read, in terms of complexity is the greatest predictor of

success in college (ACT study)

-> Too many students are reading at too low a level

€ <50% of graduates can read sufficiently complex texts

-> Standards include a staircase of increasing text complexity from elementary

through high school



Reading, Writing and Speaking Grounded in

Evidence from Text: Why?

-> Most college and workplace writing requires evidence
-> Ability to cite evidence differentiates strong from weak student performance

-> Evidence 1s a major emphasis of the ELA Standards including gathering,

evaluating and presenting of evidence from text

-> Being able to locate and deploy evidence are hallmarks of strong readers and

writers



Building Knowledge Through Content-Rich

Nonfiction: Why?

Content-Rich Nonfiction
50% informational /50% literature balance K-5

55% 1nformational /45% literature 1n grades 6-8 1s of informational text

-> Non-fiction makes up the vast majority of required reading college/workplace

-> Informational text 1s harder for students to comprehend than narrative text
